3. Have you ever traveled to a foreign country or moved to a completely 
di!erent area?  If so, how did you feel to be a stranger in a foreign land, in 
a new city, or di!erent community?  

 a. What are some of the challenges people face when moving to a new   
 area?

 b. Do you think Ruth faced these challenges?

4. From your own understanding, explain the meaning of gleaning.

5.  During a famine, farmers would not completely harvest their "elds, leav-
ing behind some grain for the poor to glean (Deut.24:21). What kind of 
spirit did Ruth show in wanting to glean the "elds?

 

Even 
though still grieving, these two widows knew they needed to move forward. As a 
foreigner living in a strange land, Ruth embraces the role of a servant, to go into 
the !elds to glean for herself and Naomi.

Looking   
 back at your own life, can you describe speci!c moments when you   
 realized GodÕs perfect timing was at work?

8. From the words of BoazÕs servants, how is Ruth described?

 a. How do you develop a good reputation?

 b. Is there any hope of improving a bad reputation?  If so, how do you 
begin?

9. What speci!c commands did Boaz give Ruth in verses 8 and 9?  

 a. Why do you think he said this?

 b. What would it imply if she went to another !eld?
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 c. Have you ever been tempted to glean in another !eld?

 d. What happened to Naomi and Elimelech when they wandered into   
 another !eld (Moab)?

10. By being obedient and remaining in the !eld of Boaz, Ruth was able to 
receive the blessing of his provision and protection.  There is an obvious 
parallel here between Boaz and Jesus Christ. As you consider the !eld 
of Christ, from the following verses record the blessings we receive by 
remaining in ChristÕs !eld.

 b. What are some practical ways we can glean the !elds for someone   
 else today?
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14.  At times in our walk we can grow weary and discouraged in the midst of 
di!cult circumstances. What can you learn from the example of Ruth? 
Is there an area in your life where you just need to take that "rst step of 
faith and allow the Lord to lead you?

15. Compare Ruth 1:20-21 with Ruth 2:18-19.  Why do you think Naomi’s 
thoughts and feelings about God had changed?

16. What is the signi"cance of a kinsman-redeemer? (Hint: Read Lev. 25:23-28 
& Deut. 25:5)

 a.  According to Gal. 3:13 & Titus 2:14, by what means is Jesus our   
 Kinsman-Redeemer? 

17. Is there ONE truth from this chapter that ministered to you speci"cally? 
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As Boaz ful!lls the role of the kinsmen-redeemer, we see him 
as a type of Christ. Study and compare Romans 6 to see the 
contrast of Christ as the Kinsman-Redeemer toward sinners. 
List as many similarities as possible.
